GENERAL INFORMATION

The event Wines of the Cinque Terre will take place at the “ex chiesa
di San Francesco” located near the Town Hall of Vernazza.

Arriving by train
The easiest way to reach Vernazza is by train.  The event is a 5 minute
walk from the Vernazza train station.

Arriving by car
Two car parking areas exist outside of the Town of Vernazza and both
are served by a shuttle bus (1,50 Euro) to reach the town.  The shuttle
bus service operates from 8.30am to 8pm with service running every
15 minutes.  The shuttle bus stop is approximately 100 meters from
the event site.
